Vocabulary Teaching and Learning
Course Description

This course is intended to provide an overview of linguistic research on vocabulary teaching and learning, such as language development in children and adults, the acquisition of phonological, morphological, and syntactic systems in the acquisition of second language vocabulary. More importantly, this course will discuss the implications of research on second language acquisition for vocabulary learning. The course will thus explore the multiple aspects of this area, including theoretical background; the nature of language learning, styles and strategies, personality factors, sociocultural factors, communicative competence, interlanguage, contrastive and error analysis, the learning of various language skills (listening, speaking, reading, writing), and recent developments in all of these areas.
